A RESOLUTION OF THE KIT CARSON COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION TO
ADOPT PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE KIT CARSON COUNTY

LAND USE RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Kit Carson County Planning Commission has the power, pursuant to § 30-28-
111, C.R.S., as amended, to make a zoning plan and land use resolution, and to certify a copy of
the plans for zoning, including amendments thereof or additions thereto, to the Board of County
Commissioners of the County, pursuant to §30-28-112, C.R.S,, for public hearing, following
fourteen (14) days notice by publication, and a vote by the Board of County Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, the Kit Carson County Planning Commission has reviewed and discussed proposed
amendments and additions to the Kit Carson County Land Use Resolution adopted June 3, 1998,
and believes that the amendments and additions stated below are necessary to protect the quality
of life of the residents and citizens of Kit Carson County, to provide for the orderly development
of the County, to preserve the property values within the County, and to protect and enhance
agricultural interest and development within the County.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Planning Commission of Kit Carson County that
the amendments and additions to the Kit Carson County Land Use Resolution, as stated below
and incorporated herein by reference, are hereby formally adopted and approved by the Planning
Commission, and that this Resolution shall be effective immediately. The Planning Commission
hereby certifies a copy of the amendments thereof and additions thereto to the Board of County
Commissioners of Kit Carson County, to be acted upon in accordance with statute.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE KIT CARSON COUNTY
LAND USE RESOLUTION

(New) Section 6-430 Additional Standards Applicable to Communications Towers

Any Commercial Communications Tower proposed in the County shall be subject to the
following additional requirements.

A. Additional Application Submittal Requirements. In addition to the application submittal
requirements set forth in Article 5, the General Standards in Section 6-310, and the Standards
Applicable to All Commercial Activities in Section 6-410, an applicant for a development permit
to construct and operate a commercial communications tower shall submit the following
additional materials:

1. Tower Location. A map clearly showing and identifying the location of the property
boundaries, the distance from the base of the tower to the property boundaries and to all occupied
structures and traveled roadways, and the exact height of the proposed tower.

2. Alternative Sites. The applicant shall provide to the Planning Commission Staff a minimum
of one alternative site for each tower. The applicant shall also be required to schedule a
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preliminary informal meeting with the Planning Commission prior to beginning the public
notice, surveying process of construction process, and if there is an objection to the alternative
site selected, another site may be required by the Planning Commission.

3. Setback Requirements. Commercial Communications Towers shall be a special use, and
there shall be a minimum setback from the tower to the property line of the distance of one-third
of the height of the tower. Guy wires shall be at least 70 feet from any property line. The tower
shall also be at least one-third of its height away from any occupied structure or traveled
roadway.

4. Fencing. All towers, guy wires, equipment, and other structures shall be fenced adequately to
discourage unauthorized climbing and vandalism, and to ensure the security of the structures.

5. Structural Integrity and Federal and State Regulations. The design of the proposed
Communications Tower shall be prepared by a licensed professional engineer, and the structure
shall be constructed to ensure structural integrity and to accommodate multiple antennas and
equipment. The applicant is encouraged not to exclude other providers from co-locating on the
same tower when co-location is structurally, technically, or otherwise possible. The
Communications Tower and related equipment shall comply with all federal and state
regulations.

6. Lighting. Any lighting on a Communications Tower shall be shielded at its based to prevent
too much light shining onto adjacent properties.

7. Financial Assurance. The applicant shall provide adequate financial assurance, in the form
of a bond or insurance policy to be approved by the Planning Commission, which will be
adequate to pay the costs of removing any abandoned tower and equipment.

8. County Emergency Equipment. Every applicant shall agree not to prohibit county
emergency equipment from being placed on each tower. Every piece of county equipment shall
be subject to engineering approval and mutual agreement of the applicant and the County.

Section 2-140, Exemptions, would be added to with the following language after paragraph 1:

A Development Permit is not required for oil and gas exploration, and a public hearing,
with notice to the general public and to adjoining land owners, is not required prior to
exploration; provided, however, that the person or entity commencing the exploration shall be
required to provide to the Land Use Staff with a copy of the permit issued by the State of
Colorado Oil and Gas Commission, and a map of the location of all drilling sites. If any
structure is constructed or erected for a period of one year or more by the person or entity
commencing the exploration, a Development Permit, with applicable public notice and all other
requirements for industrial use, shall be required prior to placement of the permanent structure.
