PRAIRIE DOG CONTROL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE KIT CARSON COUNTY WEED CONTROL DISTRICT AND PRIVATE OWNER
1. Parties to Agreement:

This Prairie Dog Control Agreement is entered into by the Kit Carson County Weed Control District, hereinafter referred to as “the District”, and ___________________________, a private landowner and/or renter/farmer, whose address is _______________________________, hereinafter referred to as “the Landowner”.

2. Purpose:

The District and the Landowner have entered into this Prairie Dog Control Agreement for the purpose of joint cooperation, and for the purpose of the District providing limited monetary assistance in private lands located in Kit Carson County.  This prairie dog control agreement is offered as a public service by the District, and is not intended to be utilized by the landowner as a for-profit operation, but is merely provided to assist landowners to establish prairie dog control.

3. Responsibilities of the District:

The Kit Carson County Weed District will provide a reimbursement, on a first come first serve basis, as allocated funding allows, of 30% of the purchase cost of legal chemicals used to control prairie dogs, up to $2,000 per year.  Purchases must be made during the calendar year of the appropriation, evidenced by an invoice or receipt and legal description of the property treated.  The District reserves the right, based on its sole discretion, to determine those eligible for reimbursement. 

4. Responsibilities of the Landowner or Tenant:

The Landowner is responsible for paying the full charges for the chemicals.  The Landowner is responsible for the proper and legal application of the chemicals on their land.  The Landowner will act independently, and this agreement shall not be construed as a joint venture or employment contract.

5. Hold Harmless Agreement:

The Landowner shall defend and hold harmless the District against any and all claims incurred as a result of any alleged negligent act or omission of the District and its employees, which incurred or is alleged to have occurred while contributing to the Prairie Dog Control of Kit Carson County. 

6. No Guarantee or Warranty:

The District makes no guarantees or warranties, either expressed or implied, or any nature whatsoever, as to the effectiveness of the Prairie Dog Control Program, and does not warrant or guarantee that it will eradicate, eliminate, or remove for a certain term or period of time any or all prairie dogs.  The District further does not make any warranty or guarantee, either expressed or implied, that the program may not affect or harm beneficial plants or animals.

7. Modification and Governing Law:

The terms of this agreement may not be re-negotiated, canceled, modified, extended or renewed except by written agreement signed by both parties.  This Agreement is not assignable except upon mutual agreement.  The Agreement will be governed by the laws of the State of Colorado.
